The JSF Sustainable Cities is a platform created as part of a grant programme funded by the Belgian 
federal government DGD (Directorate-General for Development Cooperation and Humanitarian Aid) 
within which stakeholders discuss, exchange and collaborate on the contribution to sustainable cities 
worldwide through international cooperation.
